Usually 3 senior medical students are on our service at all times.  We have direct contact with them on an individual basis in the clinic and operating room.

Student Advising- I have acted as the advisor of record for two students and the unofficial advisor for several other students who chose careers in Urology.

Visiting Medical Students- We have several medical students from other institutions visit our service each year to gain experience in our specialty.  I participate in their instruction and evaluation.
Student Research- I have designed and directed several student research projects with different students.  They have resulted in papers presented at multiple national and international meetings. Senior Student Surgery Lectures- I participate in the lecture series and give 3 sets of 2 hour Pediatric Urology lectures per teaching year.
Sophomore Student Lectures: I have presented the sophomore lecture on Pediatric Urology.

Urology Residents:

PGY-3: Our rotation at Riley Hospital is among the first that Urology residents spend in their specialty.  PGY-3 residents need tutoring in basic urology concepts, care of urology patients in the clinic, ward, and operating room, and intense help to develop their basic surgical skills.

PGY-4: The 4th year rotation at Riley is the first for Urology residents in terms of accepting responsibility to direct other residents and students.  They need help developing the organizational and decision making skills.  We help them learn how to plan the daily and weekly activities of the members of the care team.

Conferences: I participate in Department Conferences; IVP Conference each week, Morbidity and Mortality monthly, and Pediatric Radiology-Urology-Nephrology Conference monthly.

Journal Club: For the past 5 years I have directed the monthly Journal Club meeting.  I screen and chose all articles to be presented and organize the agenda. 

Manuscripts and Abstracts: I have been very active in initiating and developing projects in which Urology residents have played an active role and have resulted in numerous presentations at national and international professional meetings and publications.

Administrative: This year I have taken over some of the administrative duties of the Residency Program and participate in the evaluation and counseling of residents along with recruitment and selection of new residents.

Pediatric Residents: I have Pediatric Residents rotate through the clinic several times each year. Each Resident generally comes to clinic with me for 3 or 4 daily sessions.

Urology Fellows:

We have one Fellow in Pediatric Urology with us at all times.  For the clinical year I am involved in daily instruction and supervision of the Fellow’s activities in the clinics, wards, and operating room.  I help supervise the Fellow in preparation of manuscripts and abstracts for professional meetings.  During the Fellow’s research year I help direct and advise the Fellow in the relevance of research to clinical problems and help prepare manuscripts and abstracts.

University of Louisville School of Medicine

Medical Students

Student rotations on Urology-Junior and senior medical students are on our service at times.  The University does not provide a scheduled rotation for all students so these rotations are electives. Students are scheduled to rotate at all teaching hospitals in order to give a diverse experience. We have direct contact with them on an individual basis in the clinic and operating room.

Student Advising- I have acted as the advisor of record for eleven students who chose careers in Urology in four years. Ten of these have ultimately obtained residency training positions in urology. 
Urology Residents:
One Year Surgical Residency Year With An Emphasis On Urology - When I arrived in 2005 the urology residency had been closed for 8 years. There was no teaching service at the University. I started a one year program for PG-1 residents who failed to match in urology but who were motivated and qualified. We took two residents a year and tailored their program to correct any weaknesses that may have prevented them from matching. We gave them extensive one on one coaching and time on the wards and in the operating room. We obtained speech lesions and professional coaching for those who needed this help and performed mock interviews to improve those skills. We provided clinical research opportunities for these residents. All five of the residents who entered our program obtained urology residency training and four were able to start at the PG-2 level on the basis of their training year at UL. 

Urology Residency - In January 2009 we were granted certification by the Urology Residency Review Committee to open the new University of Louisville Urology Residency. We were granted certification on our first attempt. We took two classes of residents outside the match in July 2009 and had dedicated urology residents on campus for the first time in 12 years. We since have successfully matched two residents for 2010. I designed the residency, designed and initiated the teaching rotations, hired the faculty, and wrote the application for residency. As residency director I am responsible for the entire teaching program.
