Six-month Research Rotation

The Division of Radiology Research sponsors a truly unique opportunity for Radiology Residents who wish to gain in depth experience in imaging research under the mentorship of an experienced investigator who may be a leader in their field. While no specific background is required, the program is designed for residents planning an academic career including ongoing involvement in research.

First-year residents are eligible to apply for the program, which will take place during one half of the second year. The research block will continue for six continuous months in order to maximize benefit to the resident. Realize that even six months may be very short time in lifespan of a research project. As such you need not begin a new project and complete it entirely during the six-month block. More typically, you will work on a subsection of an existing research program.

During the research block, no regular clinical rotations will be assigned, but call responsibilities will continue. Scheduling of night float and vacations will be at the discretion of the Chief Residents. Attendance at Radiology teaching conferences and Monday New York Roentgen Society meetings is encouraged if logistically feasible.

Since only two residents can be assigned to the program (only one at any given time), a selection process will be employed if demand exceeds the number of available slots. Residents must be in good standing as determined by the Residency Program Director in order to qualify and be selected.

The following is the application procedure:

1. Choose one (or more) faculty mentors to discuss your plans with.

· A list of faculty who have expressed a willingness to mentor our Radiology Residents is available.

· You may choose a mentor not on this list as long as they are established investigators and willing to develop and supervise a plan for the research with you.

· Contact the faculty mentor(s) to determine whom you wish to work with and what, specifically, you will learn and accomplish during the six-month period.

2. Arrange to meet the faculty mentor in person to discuss the details of a proposed project and your role in it. 

3. Write a brief (maximum one page) paragraph explaining the reasons you are interested in the research rotation and what goals you hope to achieve during the 6-month period.

· Discuss your interest in research in general as well as the specific project you have selected. 

· Explain your long-term career goals.

· Describe any specific background or experience that relates to the project you have selected.

4. Write (on a separate page) an outline of the project and your specific role in it. A sample proposal is available.

· Clearly state your goals for the research rotation.

· Clearly state the activities and specify role you will assume in the laboratory.

· Be sure to indicate the scope and state the specific aims and significance of the proposed work.

· The resident and mentor must sign this page.

5. Submit 3 and 4 above with a copy of your CV to Jessica Delvalle jdelvall@montefiore.org.
6. The Radiology Research Review (RRR) Committee composed of Radiology and other AECOM faculty will review the applications and input from the faculty mentors who have met with you. 
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
